The final Pinot, the 2014 Pinot Noir Reuling 
Vineyard comes from a high ridge situated between 
the old hippie villages of Forestville and Graton. 
This site was initially made famous by Mark Aubert 
for his wines. The lightest colored of the three 
Pinots (which are all made from heritage clones of 
California), this wine reveals baking spices, sweet 
pomegranate and cherry. It seems to me to be the 
most complex of the three Pinots, and its light color 
is in contrast to its flavor depth, which is 
outstanding. This is a broad, savory, seductive style 
of Pinot to drink over the next 5-6 years.

Since Sojourn Cellars jumped into the wild and 
competitive wine marketplace several years ago, 
they have proved to be adept at turning out a large 
line-up of high quality as well as good value wines. 
Their current offerings include four Chardonnays, 
nine Pinot Noirs and four Cabernet Sauvignons.
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
