Gap's Crown Vineyard - Sonoma Coast

THE VINEYARD

Gap's Crown Vineyard has become one of the most iconic Pinot noir
vineyards in the Sonoma Coast. It was originally developed by Premier
Pacific Vineyards between 2002 and 2005 and later purchased by Price
Family Vineyards in 2013. In 2007, Sojourn Cellars became one of the first
to make a vineyard-designate wine from Gap's Crown. Our clone 115 block,
planted in 2005 on 3309 root stock at 1,200 feet elevation, has been the
foundation for Sojourn since we began making Pinot noir from this vineyard.
Our clone 828 block was planted in 2002 on 420A root stock, and two clone
667 blocks round out the blend, both planted in 2004 on 3309 root stock.
This hillside vineyard is situated on the western slope of Sonoma Mountain
and is cooled by the persistent wind and fog of the Petaluma Gap.

WINEMAKER NOTES
2020 was a challenging year across the globe as we managed through a
pandemic full of unknowns and mandated lockdowns. In the Sonoma Coast,
the grape vines woke up early and demanded their normal attention anyway.
Work in the vineyards proceeded with smaller crews that practiced social
distancing and wore facial coverings. Summer wild fires impacted many
vineyards and hard decisions were made not to pick several vineyard blocks.
We kept our focus on producing only the highest quality wine and only
picked grapes and made wines that met our standards and that we were

: proud of. As a result, we bottled only a small quantity of Pinot noir that

showed exceptional vintage quality. In 2020 we blended equal parts of

. destemmed clone 115 and clone 667 fermented and aged separately in 50%

new French oak barrels. The resulting wine showcases both the elegance

and power of this phenomenal vineyard.
