THE VINEYARD This wine is a blend of eight unique lots
produced from Sonoma Coast vineyards ranging from Annapolis to Occidental,
to the Petaluma Gap. Gap’s Crown, Sangiacomo, Walala, and Dorothy
Cameron Vineyards represent key components used to produce this blend. Pinot
Noir clones 115, 828, 667, Pommard, and Swan add unique elements creating

a complex Pinot Noir with a myriad of textures and flavors. Each vintage, this
blend offers balance and vibrant, lush textures that are characteristic of the

Gap’s Crown and Sangiacomo vineyard components.

WINEMAKER NOTES Awarm 2022 summer brought one
of the earliest harvests on record in the Sonoma Coast, with a September heat
wave influencing some picking decisions. Cooler pockets of the Sonoma Coast
fared well through the heat and the resulting wines offer depth and finesse.
Yields were miniscule, with many vineyards breaking records on the low side for
cluster weights. The resulting wines have concentrated flavors with tension and
length. This 2022 blend offers depth and layers of complexity. The variety of
vineyard sites came together with exceptional balance and harmony

this vintage, with the Sangiacomo Vineyard blocks featuring more prominently.
