
94 Points    -      2023 Rodgers Creek Vineyard Pinot Noir
Fresh and engaging, with a lively stream of raspberry coulis and cherry paste flavors flanked by singed 
sandalwood, red tea and savory notes. A flash of blood orange zest extends the finish nicely. Delicious. 
Drink now through 2031.

93 Points    -     2023 Gap’s Crown Vineyard Pinot Noir
Plump and juicy, with kirsch and cherry compote flavors laced with red licorice. Delivers a gently 
singed vanilla accent on the finish to complete its hedonistic profile. Drink now through 2029.

93 Points    -     2023 UV Lucky Well Vineyard Pinot Noir
This is lushly fruited, with notes of boysenberry and blackberry preserves coursing through in unison 
alongside apple wood, bramble and dried anise accents. Plump but with good energy. There’s a nice 
sheen to the finish. Drink now through 2029.

93 Points    -     2023 Walala Vineyard Pinot Noir
An alluring style, with gently mulled raspberry and blood orange pâte de fruit notes that stream 
through in lockstep with flashes of rooibos tea, savory and rose hip. Light cedar and mineral accents 
chime on the finish as the fruit lingers prettily. Drink now through 2031.

93 Points    -     2023 Sonoma Coast Pinot Noir
Leads off with a fresh, juicy burst of raspberry and boysenberry fruit that cruises through, pulling in 
dried anise and rose hip notes along the way. A lightly singed balsam wood frame holds the finish. 
Drink now through 2031. 

92 Points    -     2023 Nightwing Vineyard Pinot Noir
A plump, open-knit style, with a gloss of red licorice wrapped around a core of boysenberry and 
mulberry preserves. The fleshy finish shows a gilding of toasted apple wood as the fruit plays out. A 
crowd-pleasing style. Drink now through 2031.

92 Points    -     2023 Sangiacomo Vineyard Pinot Noir
Lively and engaging, with a burst of kirsch and raspberry pâte de fruit notes leading the way. Dried 
blood orange, singed mesquite and anise hints fill in through the finish. Drink now through 2029.
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
